3. MEMBERSHIP

All players must abide by the following;

· Wardle Warriors code of conducts
· Register at the start of each season by completing registration and parent/guardian consent forms.

· Provide proof of ID i.e. passport/birth certificate/medical card and passport size photographs.

· Pay Registration fees before the start of each season.

· Pay weekly/monthly subs 

· Attend training sessions

· Return kit at the end of the season

The Club Committee shall have the power to expel a member when, in their opinion, it would not be in the interests of the Club for them to remain a member. There shall be no appeal procedures

The Club officials will meet regularly and shall appoint other officials as necessary. 

The club will ensure that all of its managers and coaches are;

- CRB checked 

- Have completed Child Protection courses.

- Are trained to or working towards at least level 1 in coaching football and have a first Aid certificate

The Club shall promote fair play at all times and refer to the Code of Conduct.
Each year the club will hold an Annual General Meeting (AGM) where all Club members must attend. This meeting will include the clubs annual financial reports, handbook changes and also the election of the committee positions for the following year.
All documents and information must be sent to club members prior to the meeting and any person interested in volunteering for a committee position must make enquiries in writing to the club secretary 14 days before the date of the meeting.







6. ACCOUNTS

The Club holds an account with the HSBC that requires two signatures of the club Treasurer, Secretary or President.

The club also holds a separate Fund raising account with the NatWest that requires two signatures of the club Fundraising/Events Secretary and the club Treasurer. All monies resulting from donations or fund raising carried out under the name of Wardle Warriors Junior F.C. shall become the property of the Club and be used in the furtherance of the Club as deemed by the Management Committee.

7. HEALTH AND SAFETY

Risk assessments shall be conducted before any training and playing activities. This will ensure that risk is kept to a minimum.

Accidents will be logged and the parent / guardian informed. 

Parents / guardians will sign a form authorising first aiders to give appropriate first aid to players.

Players must come to training and games with the correct equipment (boots, trainers, shin guards, waterproofs, etc). If players do not have the appropriate equipment, then they may not be allowed to participate in that session.

CODE OF CONDUCT

We as a club provide and promote football for young people, in the hope that their enjoyment of the game is not spoilt by influences they have no control over. WE DO NOT provide Adult entertainment, or ego trips for Clubs Officials or Parents who want to make the games “win at all costs” situations. Youth football is fun and should be treated as such.

This Club has always worked hard to improve the quality of football for their young players. This has been achieved by introducing a set of Rules/ Code of Conduct which the Club Management Committee can use to ensure fair play by all concerned.

Parents and Spectators do not realise the financial implications of fines levied on Clubs by the County Football Associations, or the disciplinary points added to a Clubs record by acts of stupidity on their part. The County FA’s have the right to withdraw a Clubs sanction to play competitive football in any league or Competition. This affects every age group in that Club whether it is open age, youth or small sided teams.

The County FA’s places the control of Parents and Spectators with the Club and its Officials. Teams who have, and are reluctant to stop the trouble causers have found their applications to join Leagues being refused.

We intend to remove the Players who would rather act as thugs than footballers. The registration cards will be withdrawn for any Player who is found guilty by any County F.A of:

· Head Butting or striking an opponent or other person.

· Spitting at any opponent or other person.

· Making racial comments to or about another player.

· Making comments about another player’s physical disability.

· Actual assaults against or verbal threats against the well being of Referees.

The withdrawal of these players registration cards will be in addition to any punishment issued by the relevant County F.A for the same offence(s), and no pleas of mitigation will be entertained, no matter how good the player involved is, or how valuable his contribution to the team is.

As a Parent, Spectator or Player you must play your part to ensure that the enjoyment of the players of all Age Groups is not spoilt, and respect any decisions made by managers in relation to team selection.

For Players

We all have a responsibility to promote high standards of behaviour in the game. As a player, you have a big part to play. That’s why The FA is asking every player to follow a Respect Code of Conduct.

• Receive a formal warning from the coach or the club committee

• Be dropped or substituted

• Be suspended from training

• Be required to leave the club.

In addition:

• My club, County FA or The FA may make my parent or carer aware of any infringements of the Code of Conduct

• The FA/County FA could impose a fine and suspension against my club.

• Avoid criticising a player for making a mistake – mistakes are part of learning

• Never engage in, or tolerate, offensive, insulting, or abusive language or behaviour.

I understand that if I do not follow the Code, any/all of the following actions may be taken by my club, County FA, league or The FA.

I may be:

• Issued with a verbal warning from a club or league official

• Required to meet with the club, league or CFA Welfare Officer

• Required to meet with the club committee

• Obliged to undertake an FA education course

• Obliged to leave the match venue by the club

• Requested by the club not to attend future games

• Suspended or have my club membership removed

• Required to leave the club along with any dependents.

In addition:

• The FA/County FA could impose a fine and/or suspension on the club.
